 Success Through Socialization: Longmont Humane Society is an open admissions facility 
that implements Aimee Sadler’s “success through socialization” program and has achieved a 
95% live release rate. Animal Farm Foundation rewards Longmont for their non-
discriminatory policies, which treat every dog as an individual. 

 

 Community Outreach:  Philadelphia Animal Welfare Society (PAWS) operates a low-cost 
spay and neuter clinic.  Recognizing a need to make affordable pet care more accessible for 
some Philly pet owners, PAWS established the Sarge Fund to provide free and low-cost 
vaccines and sterilization surgeries for “pit bull” dogs.  Animal Farm Foundation supports 
PAWS in their effort to help people care for their pets.  

 

 Enrichment: Kennel enrichment is an essential part of any adoption program and will help 
dogs get adopted much faster. Animal Farm Foundation provides shelters with enrichment 
equipment and hands-on training to keep their dogs healthy, happy, and sound until they are 
adopted.
